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Enhanced Transportation Networks Stimulate new 
Economic Investment in the City of Quincy 

 
 

Enhancing transportation networks within a community is a key stimulator of economic growth. The City of Quincy 

has realized this, and has incorporated transportation enhancem ents in all of the C ity’s m ajor planning initiatives from  

the revitalization of downtown and redevelopment of the Fore River Shipyard to the expansion of the Crown Colony 

Office Park.  

 

With direct access to the Southeast Expressway, four MBTA Red Line Stations, public bus service and a water shuttle 

service to Logan Airport and downtown Boston, Quincy can offer new businesses and residents a sustainable environ-

ment to live and work with transportation choices and easy access to both the Interstate and to Boston.   

 

Critical to the transformation of Quincy Center into a 21st Century urban environment and one of the primary downtown revitalization initia-

tives is the construction of the Quincy Center Concourse, a new east -west road connection through the heart of downtown 

that w ill provide a link betw een R outes 3 and 3A . C ity officials envision the road as a new  ñU rban B oulevardò 

with wide sidewalks and a landscaped median but more importantly the road will provide an alternate route for 

the many cars and trucks that currently create traffic congestion in the center of downtown. With the increased 

traffic capacity and improved traffic flow the City has plans to enhance the Downtown Civic District, that in-

cludes City Hall, the public library, Quincy Center T Station, and the United First Parish Church where Presidents 

John Adams and John Quincy Adams along with their wives are entombed, with public space improvements and 

the introduction of pedestrian friendly streetscapes.   

 

The design and construction of Phase II of the Quincy Center Concourse (Hancock Street crossing) is moving 



forw ard as a result of leadership on the local, state and federal level. Q uincyôs S tate H ouse D elegation has in-

cluded a $5 m illion direct appropriation for the project in the S enateôs version of the Econom ic S tim ulus B ill.  

C oupling these funds w ith the C ity adm inistrationôs recent approval of a $10 m illion bond has put this long -

planned roadway on a fast track.  

 

 

Another critical economic engine for the city is the Crown Colony Office Park, which is adjacent to Quincy Center and located directly off 

Interstate 93 and Route 3.  A new $18 million highway access ramp is fully designed and is being considered for Fall 2006 advertisement by 

Mass Highway.   This new ramp system will provide the approximately 5,000 employees and visitors of the Office Park direct highway ac-

cess, as well as allow for the development of additional office space within the park itself.    $2 million in design funding was provided by 

Crown Colony businesses and property owners, and $18 million in construction will be paid through federal and state funding.  The new ramp 

will not only ease traffic flow in and around the office park, it will reduce current traffic congestion issues that occur in surrounding down-

town business and residential neighborhoods. 

 

A third economic opportunity in the City of Quincy is the redevelopment of the Fore River Shipyard property.   Daniel J. Quirk, new owner of 

the Fore River Shipyard that has been largely inactive for over 20 years, retained the services of the urban design firm RTKL Associates, Inc. 

of Baltimore to create a Redevelopment Plan for the 110 acre waterfront property. 

 

With frontage on a functioning ship channel, deep-water berthing space, home to an existing water shuttle service to Logan Airport and down-

town Boston, the success of redeveloping the shipyard will be increased with the enhancement of the transportation systems in and around the 

site. One idea that has come out of the planning process is the creation of a direct link to a Greenbush Commuter rail line station in the Town 

of Weymouth through the establishment of a short ferry ride across the Fore River.  The property also has a fully operational freight railroad 

and a variety of existing transportation networks that have direct access to major highways and the new Quincy Center Concourse. 

 

Recent discussions at public planning meetings has created a smart growth and transit–orientated development consensus to ensure the master 

plan addresses the future development needs of the site, as well as those of the surrounding residential and business areas.   Establishing a 

variety of transportation alternatives will directly impact the degree of residential and business investment in the property and surrounding 

neighborhoods. 

 

 

 

Beyond the large scale redevelopment and development initiatives happening in Quincy today, improving transportation corridors throughout 



the C ity is a priority for M ayor P helan w ho has established a “N eighborhood F irst” initiative.  D esigned to enhance and protect the quality of 

life within the many diverse and distinct residential and business neighborhood districts, the City is using a $5 million bond to pay 

for the reconstruction and repaving of several roadways and sidewalks.   In addition, the City has established a 

comprehensive pavement management system to ensure roadways are properly re -surfaced and maintained on 

a regular basis to protect their integrity and reduce future maintenance and reconstruction expenses.  

 

The City welcomes the opportunity to boast of the investment opportunities within our rejuvenated downtown, historic Fore River Shipyard, 

or in one of our many professional office parks and smaller business districts.  Whether a company requires public transportation, a deep sea 

port, commercial rail, a beautiful waterfront, access to major highways, proximity to Boston, a quality workforce or a diversified community -
